held discussions with area residents. As a federally regulated company
we are required to submit applications for new projects to the National
Energy Board for their review and approval. Part of the application
includes our public consultation process.

Alliance continues to communicate with all stakeholders throughout
the system through established communication tools, including public
awareness and emergency preparedness programs.

Schedule

Alliance plans to submit an application to the NEB in early 2007.
Subject to regulatory approval, site foundations will be poured in Fall
'07. Major construction activities will occur during 2008, with start-up
scheduled for November 2008.
